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Born in Nagoya in 1960. Grew up watching Astro Boy, Japan's first TV animation series, as a child, he became fascinated with Tezuka Osamu's work and began collecting Astro Boy
goods. In 1981, he was selected for the Monthly Newcomer Award in Kodansha's Young Magazine. In 2002, he published Bungeisha's Atom Generation (essay) and was
recommended by Kitahara Teruhisa, director of the Tin Toy Museum. In 2003, he wrote a column in Weekly ASCII for 20 weeks. Since 2006, he has held collection exhibitions and talk
events all over the country. Since then, he has been featured in various newspapers and magazines, and has appeared on television and radio. His collection was used as a valuable
resource in the NHK-BS program Tezuka Osamu, who produced the era. In 2018, he received a letter of appreciation from the Gifu Prefectural Museum for the contribution his
exhibition made to the cultural development of the prefecture's residents. In 2023, the 60th anniversary of the anime, she planned and held a talk event with Atom's voice actor,
Mari Shimizu, at the Aichi International Women's Film Festival. In recent years, she has spoken about her feelings and fascination with Atom on radio and other programs and

events, and has also expressed her love for Atom by releasing photographs of realistic Atom figures.He is currently the director of the Aichi Women's Center (Will Aichi).
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
